creator identified:  God; not a mystery as to whom to give credit


creation v. evolution:  “Scientists and theologians have written eloquently about their awe and wonder at the history of the universe and of life on this planet, explaining that they see no conflict between their faith in God and the evidence for evolution. Religious denominations that do not accept the occurrence of evolution tend to be those that believe in strictly literal interpretations of religious texts.”


—National Academy of Sciences, Science, Evolution, and Creationism[10]


evolution is a THEORY; to believe in evolution is to deny Is 45:18 and Gen 1:1; we have no authority to pick and choose which parts of the Bible to deem as true and untrue


if everyone was to decide their own truths regarding the Bible then, due to vast differences, everyone would be wrong


Gen 1:1  “In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth.”

we do not know the mind of God, nor will we ever; Is 55:8  "For My thoughts [are] not your thoughts, Nor [are] your ways My ways," says the LORD.


God created the world with full intent, not by accident


He has shown himself in His creation, by the beauty and functioning of nature 


Psa 19:1  “The heavens declare the glory of God; And the firmament shows His handiwork.”

“Who formed it to be inhabited”


God made Adam in His likeness and image; sin due to free will separates us from God and creates a need for repentance and salvation not of ourselves but through Jesus Christ


plants and animals were made for the company and use of man


we have an intimate relationship with the One who created us; Psa 139:13-14  “For You formed my inward parts; You covered me in my mother's womb.  I will praise You, for I am fearfully [and] wonderfully made”





PURPOSE OF SCIENCE


to study how God's creation functions in  1)glorifying Him and 2) serving man


to draw closer to God as a result of understanding the depth and complexity of our world


Heb 11:3  “By faith we understand that the worlds were framed by the word of God, so that the things which are seen were not made of things which are visible.”





The steps of the Scientific Method are: �Observation/Research – questions about what is seen�Hypothesis – a testable, temporary prediction about how a scientific investigation/experiment will turn out�Experimentation – a scientific test to try out a theory or see the effect of something


variable – things that can change and affect the outcome of an experiment 


Gather Data – writing down observed information�Conclusion – decision or realization based on gathered facts
